Note: In order to find the contents of a specific volume from 1 to 100, do a search for “Volume 1:” or “Volume 2:” or which ever volume you’re looking for. Be sure to put a colon after the volume number.
In order to find which volume(s) a specific item is in, do a search for that item. For instance, “parody” will take you to the volumes that have “parody” in them.
The purpose of the Foreword is to provide a well-lit entryway into the Poetry City Marathon.
2. About the Volumes

FOREWORD VOLUME

The Foreword volume, numbered 0, has more than 100 pages, but they aren’t included in the page count.

CORE VOLUMES

The marathon began on the Fourth of July, and it ended on Halloween. It consists of 100 core volumes, numbered 1-100. Each volume has a cover page and 100 pages of text. All 100 volumes form a single poem of 10,000 pages not counting the covers.
ALTERNATIVE VOLUMES

Two volumes are intentionally numbered 73 to give the reader a choice. The text varies from one to the other. Only one of the two is included in the 10,000-page count.
VOLUMES BY OTHER PEOPLE

Three volumes are written mostly by other people. Volume 69 is by Joye Chizek, Volume 98 is by Danny Morice, and Volume 99 is by many participants in the Poetry City Anthology.
“POETRY CITY ANTHOLOGY” VOLUMES

There are five Poetry City Anthology volumes—99, 99.2, 99.3, 99.4, 99.5. The first, Volume 99, is the only one included in the page count. The other volumes are attached “laterally.”
UNLIMITED VOLUME

Volume 100 contains much material about the original Poetry City Marathon and the new marathon. It is the only core volume that has over 100 pages (plus cover page). It can be expanded at any time to include new information about the two Poetry City Marathons.
AFTERWORD VOLUMES

Volumes 101 to 126 are Afterword volumes of 100 pages. (They aren’t listed in the Table of Contents yet.) The first volume was written on Thanksgiving. They are not included in the page count of the core volumes, but they are included in the word count. The core volumes and the Afterword volumes will have over 1,000,000 words in them.
3. Index
The purpose of the index is to give a general idea of what is in each volume. The items with titles in a volume are listed in order of occurrence. Two Volume 73s share a single page. Volume 100 can grow to any length.

Items that are listed by title include poetry marathons, news articles, essays, plays, letters, stories, lists, etc. Each poem that appears on its own is listed, but poems that are part of a group aren’t listed: Instead, the title of the group is listed. When a text doesn’t have a title, then it usually isn’t listed.

“Return to Poetry City” is a linking story that begins in Volume 26. Each episode is numbered, and it is represented as E-1, E-2,… E-41. Since these episodes begin their volumes, they are always listed first.

4. Table of Contents
About the Titles
The title of volume 0 begins “Foreword of…”
The titles of volumes 1-100 begin “The Book of…”.

The titles of volumes 101-126 begin “Afterword of…” (They are all listed in the Table of Contents yet. They aren’t finished.)
Marathon Writing #  refers to the number of each poetry marathon.

Linking Episode # refers to the 41 Return to Poetry City episodes.

Joyce Hoax # refers to chapters that discuss the Joyce Holland hoax.

Each of these three sections also appear in three separate sets of special volumes that exclude the other material in the core volumes and that enable the reader to follow each topic without interruption. These volumes are not included in the page count or the word count. (They are not listed in the Table of Contents yet. They aren’t finished.)
P-numbers, which appear on the first page of most of the volumes, are abbreviations for “Poetry marathon numbers.” Each marathon is numbered in the order in which they occurred.
